Implementation Case Transport  

Fulfilling the public service provision the 
Planning Association will tender and draw up a 
Regional Public Transportation Plan (completed 
2012). Mitigation and adaptation strategies will 
be integrated to increase the attractiveness of 
the public transportation system. 

·  improve the energy efficiency of the public 
transportation system (organisation and 
vehicles) 

·  adopt alternative and more flexible forms of 
public transportation (share taxi, hail & ride) 

·  react to the impacts on the infrastructure due 
to extreme weather conditions 

·  raise awareness about the impacts of climate 
change 

General outcomes: consider climate change as 
a permanent principle of regional planning 
·  increased awareness and level of information 

in the region 
·  identification of risks 

Concrete outcomes 

·  international network of specialists (transport 
and climate change) 

·  implementation of climate change issues into 
the Region Spatial Structure Plan as a matter 
of course 

·  implementation of climate change issues 
into the Regional Public Transportation Plan 
as a matter of course 

Implementation Case Agriculture  

The Associated Organisation “UNESCO-
Biosphere Reserve Schaalsee” will focus on 
mitigation and adaptation strategies for 
agriculture. 

·  regional projections of climate change 
impacts (lectures for local farmers, field tests) 

·  climate adapted agriculture and fruit-growing 
cropping methods 

Expected Outcomes 
·  Estimation of vulnerability 
·  Promotion of decision making and 

responsibility by local farmers 
·  Demonstration of sustainable and climate 

adapted land use methods, 
·  Insurance and protection of the sensitive 

ecosystem

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A planning association is a grouping of several 
counties/ cities for the purpose of joint, 
coordinated urban land-use planning. The aim 
is to take better account of the interests of 
closely interlinked communities than can be 
achieved, if each municipality acts in isolation. 

 

The federal state of Mecklenburg-Vorpommern 
in north-eastern Germany is subdivided into 
four planning regions. Westmecklenburg is 
located near the metropolitan area of Hamburg, 
the hanseatic city of Rostock and has about 
100 km of Baltic Sea shoreline.

Population density: 69.4 inh./km² 

The Planning Region Westmecklenburg is 
formed by:  
·  the federal state capital Schwerin, 
·  the hanseatic city of Wismar, 
·  the counties of Ludwigslust, Parchim and 

Nordwestmecklenburg. 

The Planning Region Westmecklenburg   

In Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, regional planning 
associations are the local government 
authorities responsible for spatial planning. 
Planning associations are bodies governed by 
public law on the principle of the special 
purpose association of local authorities. 

Duties of the Regional Planning Association 
·  to draw up a Regional Spatial Structure Plan 

(on basis of the Federal State Spatial 
Structure Plan) 

·  the coordination of spatially relevant sectoral 
planning (settlement structure, infrastructure, 
environment e.g.) 

Instruments 
·  Formal: spatial planning procedure, regional 

spatial planning programmes, statements 
and appraisals 

·  Informal: regional management and 
marketing, cooperation and project work 

Regional Spatial Structure Plan 
·  overall coordination plans for planning 

regions 

·  legally binding/ validity of 10 years 

·  give specific form to the spatial planning 
objectives set for the particular region
